Morning Work:


Each morning the students come in and work on “morning work”. The “bubble sheet” format gives the students the opportunity to practice test taking strategies.  It is also a chance for us to review or preview topics and skills that we study.  It is possible that we will come across questions that we have not taught yet. We want them to work with questions that they may not immediately know and we want them to work on problem solving and test taking strategies. We check the work as a class and each student is responsible to follow along and check his/her own paper.  We have discussed not making additional marks on the paper beside checking correct answers and circling mistakes. It gives students the opportunity to learn from mistakes and promotes class discussions on topics.  The papers are not graded or collected.   It is always a good idea to review your child’s work and to discuss mistakes- even on the morning work(.
